And they are training the helicopter pilots who will rescue downed
ar crews.

“Congressman Del_ay, the Machinists are ared, white and blue collar union.
We build and maintain the weapon systems this country relies on. And, yes,
IAM members, and all U.S. union members, deserve the wages and benefits
won through collective bargaining -- aright of assembly guaranteed by the
First Amendment to the Unites States Constitution.
